The objective of this program is to develop a 

community understanding of the Mission, 

Values and Operations of the Police 

Department. To achieve this goal, the 

Citizens Police Academy was created to 

exclusively allow the citizens and business 

leaders of Branson an opportunity to 

experience the day-to-day operations of their 

community’s Police Department, and get to 

know the police employees on a personal 

level.
